ODD FELLOWS SIERRA HOMEOWNERS' ASSOCIATION

ONE: The name of the corporation is ODD FELLOWS SIERRA HOME-
OWNERS' ASSOCIATION.

TWO: This corporation 1is organized under the Nonprofit
Mutual Benefit Corporation Law. The purpose of this corporation
is to engage in any lawful act or activity for which a corporation
may be organized under the Nonprofit Mutual Benefit Corporation
Law. More specifically, the corporation will provide a home-
owners' association for the management, maintenance, and preserva-
tion of the subdivisions located in Tuolumne County, California,
commonly known as I.0.0.F. 0dd Fellows Sierra Camp Subdivision
Nos. 1 and 2, more particularly described in those certain subdi-
vision maps recorded in the Office of the Recorder of Tuolumne
County, California, on March 8, 1950, and April 27, 1959, in Book
of Maps, Vol. 10, page 44, et seq., and Book of Maps, Vol. 14,
page 99, et seq., and otherwise to act as and be operated as a
"homeowners' association™ as defined in Section 528 of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, and in Section 23701t

of the California Revenue and Taxation Code, as amended.

forth in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restric-
tions for the aforementioned Subdivision, recorded or to be
recorded in the Office of the Recorder of Tuolumne County, State
of California, and/or the corporation's Bylaws.

individual.

EIGHT: Amendment of these Articles shall require the assent

(by vote or written consent) of Members representing at least
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fifty-one percent (51%) of the Members then entitled to vote as
provided in the Bylaws.

NINE: Notwithstanding anything elsewhere contained herein,
this corporation shall not, except to an insubstantial degree,
engage in any activities or exercise any powers that are not in
furtherance of the specific purpose of this corporation.
